	(1B) You are an Olympic official. Your job was to take care of the alpine skiing event. The event was yesterday and a Russian skier won. It was great.

	(2A) You are supposed to skate with your partner in the paired figure skating event today but you woke up late! The event will start in 20 minutes. You left your room in a rush and you forgot your ID. You are trying to enter the arena now, but there is a security guard in the way. Please ask him to move so you can enter.
	(2B) You are a security guard at the Olympics. You are working at the figure skating event. You are guarding the arena. There have been many people trying to get into the arena but only people with tickets and proper identification can enter. 

	(3A) You are Russian president Vladimir Putin. You are walking around the Olympic Village. It’s a wonderful day. Everything is great.
	(3B) You are a gay athlete. You’ve heard that there is a secret gay club in the Olympic Village. You want to find out where it is.  You see another man on the street. Try to ask him if he knows where it is.



	(4A) You are a judge of the figure skating event. The event will happen tomorrow. You are walking around the Olympic Village now. 
	(4B) You are the coach of a figure skating team. You really want your team to win the gold medal. You are in the Olympic Village now, and you see one of the figure-skating judges. Try to bribe (give money to) the judge so that your team can win.
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
